AN HISTORICAL NOTE
3 LTHOUGH the Fordham University Dramatic Association,

under whose auspices the performance, " Seven Kewys to

Baldpate,” is given this evening, was formally organized in
1871, its first traditions are over a guarter of a century older. The
custom of producing plays at definite intervals on the college stage
extends back to the days of 5¢. Mary's College, Kentucky, Fordham's
lineal predecessor in the college world.

The first play to be produced was an original drama by Father
Chazelle, the first Jesuit president of 3¢, Mary's, entitled “Red Hawl.”
When we recall the condition of the American theatre outside of the
largest cities during the middle of the last century, we will not
marvel that “Red Hawk” caused a genuine sensation. At a time
when 2o muech iz being written concerning the novelty of the Open
Air I'heatre, it is interesting to note that this play was presented in
a elearing in the wild woods of Kentueky.

The removal of the Jesuit faculty from 5¢. Mary's College,
near Bardstown, Ky., io Fordham marked a barren period in our
history of dramnatics. MNot until 1855 was a full evening s entertain-
ment presented, and viewed in the light of present day theatrical time-
tables it was a verv full evening, consisting of a performance of
Shakespeare’s *King Ht.‘nr}' the Fourth” and followed by a comedy.
“Seven Clerks.”

Since then there have been no appreciable lapses between the
annual plava, the last break in the line vecurring in 1918-19, when
Fordham's transformation into a war camp under the 8. A. T. C.,
made a performanece impracticable. A list of the plays presented with-
in the memory of the present generation of Fordhamites is appended.
