Fordham's student dramatic society
iz o descendant of the orgonization that
originated in the eld Jezult College of
St Mary's, Kentucky, and weis brought
to Fordham by the foculty that eame
from St. Mary's 1o take over the lormer
diccesan seminary cn Rose Hill in 1846,
Tha 5t John's Dramalic Society, o= il
wios firat colled, held its opening pro-
ductlon on December 3, 1855, with
Shakespeare’s "Henry IV and onother
piece entitled “Saven Clerks.” As tha
gquaint program-notice ran, the founders
of the dramolic society “spored no
pains to select for the ecccasion ploys
coloulated to entertmin the curlcus and
the lsarned.” In the eighty-ssven yaors
of its history, Fordham's Dramatic So-
ciety has produced owver 200 major
plays and cwver 500 one-zct plays, be-
zldes entaring its productions in compe-
ttion with other colleges. Naturally
Shakespeare ployed on important part
in the beginning: "King Richard II” was
produced in 1857, "Macheth” in 1B75,
“King John™ in 1882, "Henry IV" once
gogin in 1833, “Macheth” wos pre-
sented at least six Himes before 1900;
"Hamlei” four times. "The Tempesi"
“"The Comedy of Errors,” "Twelith
Might," all crossed the boards in this
early perind. Other successlul plays
were '"Bourgecis,” "'Gentilhomme,”’
“The Great Elixir," "Handy Andy.”

In 1804 the present Colling Auditori-
um was erectad, the theaire being dec-
araied by one Brather Schroen, 5. ]
in tha same veor the nome of the or-
ganization waz chongsd to The Dra-
matic Association of Fordham College.

In 1906 the first Cycle of short plays
was initiated. And some of the suc-
cezges of the peried 1900-1920 ware

dent, Reverend Father Gannon, then o
teciching scholastle, was its moderaior.
In the same year the Workshop for
play-writing was founded, and from
that Hme drameotice ot Fordham has
emphasized the rele of studenis in the
actual writing ond production of the
plays. In 1922 was held the first One-
Act Play Contest. Besides this, the
Mimes and Mummers begon o be aof-
filiated with the National Catholic The-
agtre Conference, and enter their plays
in the Jesuit Iniercollagiale Contests.
In 19356, the erection of Kegting Hall
gave the Mimes and Mummers the
Little Theatrs, a fine, fully-equipped
plavhouse in the intimate theatrs style
And finally in 1941 the Penthouses Tha-
atre was installed en the topfloor of
Colling, patterned after the circular
type of theatre originatad in 1935 at the
University of Washinglan, with plans
for ils construction ot Fardham drawn
by Albert McCleery: at the same time
the interior of Collinsg Theaire was re-
modeled, allowing wider dramatic
acope with two forestages.

Some more recent plays produced
by the Mimes were Romain Rolland's
"The Walves" (1935} R. C. Sheriff's
"Teurney's End” (1936}, "Yellow Jacket"
by Sidney Howard and Poul de Kruit
(1937}, Ben Johnson's "Silent Woman'
(1339}, “Who Rides on White Horsss"
by Richord Breen and Harry Schnibbe
(1940}, and Goldoni's “Saervant of Two
Masters” produced for the epening of
the Penthouse Theoire in 1941,

TOURNAMENT TECHNIQUE

by J. Hanifan Berminghom
IMPROPFRIETIES OF PLAY

There are certain proctices in towrnoment play,
which, though highly wnethical, cre very suc-
cessful, The overoge omateur errs frequently,
for exomple, by following suvit when a simple re-
nege would make the hand. The expart on the
other hand cheerfully throws out a heart on o
spode trick, hiding the nine of spades omong
his long elubs, If caught spade-handed, he then
looks paoined, ond offers to reploy the hand,
knowing where all the cards are. His opponents
vsually hesitate to impose the twe-trick penalty,
and nathing iz lost. Meedless to say, it is bad
strategy to try this twice on the same epponents.

Another famous ruze, often employed in Ford:
ham Markle Room bridge parler, is the guick
lay-dewn. Suppose South is playing an impos-
sible four spode bid, which he has inodvert-
ently bld (despite three diomond losers) on
Morth's eynical smile at East's club bid, After he
has lost the first three fricks, South. suddenly
laughs, throws down his hand, mixes his cards
with the dummy’s to prevent further play, and
says, “The rest are in the satchel, Simple cross-
ruff, Then he snatches his &pponent's cords,
and starts ta shuffle, and talk abaul cafeterio
prices. This has our personal gearantes.

Let ws not presume thot all such tactics can
ke condoned. Sefting up o smoke screen with
cigars while discarding the five of hearts under
the table ond subsequently claiming a mis-deal,
cannat be conscientiously defended, but must be
condemned 035 bod monners.  Besides if proce
ticed to ony extent, it Invaricbly leads to the
destruction of a fine pack of cards.

We hove soved our discussion of what may be
called “the implied bid” until the last. It is the
supreme ort of the tournoment expert. It is well
demomtrated in todoy’s hand, the remains of
which are preserved in the problem  below.
Morth and Souwih are volnerable on the final rub-
