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OUR PERFORMANGE THIS EVENING

“A TRIP TO CHINATOWN", one of the most phenominally suc
cessful musicals ever given on the American Stage, had its smash debut at
the Hoyt Theatre, downtown New York, in 1891. A record of over 700
consecutive performance, it marked the beginning of maturity for American
Musical Comedy.

So great was the public's reception of the show, that one of the two road
companies set up shop in New York, in competition with the original pro-
duction at the Hoyt. A three-year English tour, and unbelievable acclaim,
caused the show's shrewd producer to renovate the script constantly.

It was during this period that such greats as “The Bowery”, “Reuben,
Beuben”, and others were added to the aﬁreud}' mythical score. Thus the
audience came time after time to see an old friend with a new face.

Vaudeville, both dead and resuriected, is forced to claim “A Trip To
Chinatown” as one of its parents. Great men with great talent recognized
the potentialities of always changing the acts for the sake of variety, and one
of the results was the opening nkf the Keith Theatre on 14th Street, and the
Proctor Theatre on Fifth Avenue

The essence of “A Trip To Chinatown” is basically true farce, as can
be seen by a quick glance at the cast of characters.

But Mr. Hoyt strived to make them very real people in very real action
up to the fall of the last curtain. The stock farce character was gone. All
the song and dance routines were created to enhance the beauty of the show.
From this milestone, came such immortals as “Showboat”, “A Connecticut
Yankee”, “Oklahoma”, even Gershwin's unforgettable “Porgy and Bess." And
of course, the fabulous “South Pacific.”

The “review” idea, typified by creations like “The Wizard of (", “Babes
in Toyland”, and “Touch and Go”, had their origin on the legitimate stage
through shows like this one. The character of the “Widow” in this pre-
sentation is a parody on one of the suceessful shows of that era.

Incidentally, our "Widow”, Pat Crawford, and “Welland Strong”, John
Intorcia, and tonight's Designer, Mr. William Riva, appeared on the Tex and
Jinx Television Show recently.

The interest created in tonight's production, makes it one of the major
events of Fordham's theatrical year.
