date.  Parifism, which must never be confused with the future of peace, still remains
surrounded by a procession of hypocrisy and cowardice.

Gabriel Mareel has had a distinguished meputation both as a playwright and a
phi!.;mphc_r for the past twenty vears. These careers were not ptlr.'iund separately; his
speculative essays on existence have grown out of the concrete human problems which
his plays sugpest. In America Marcel is known as the leader of Christian existentialism,
as a recent Cifford lecturer, as one of the most interssting figures of the Catholic
intellectual revival in Paris. It is our privilege tonight o inroduoce to  American
audiences Marcel the playwright, author of last year’s Parisian success Un Homme de
Diew, as well as Le Dard, Le Monde Casse, La Soif, La Chappelle Ardente, etc.
Colombyre is Marcel's only Fulllength comedy, and this, the first presentation of
Marcel’s dramatic work in America, is also the play’s world premiere.

As M. Marcel notes, the play has not lost currency in the fourteen years that have
passed since its original composition. For that reason, we are presenting COLOMBYHE
as taking place today.

In his design, for COLOMBYRE, Mr. Riva has departed widely from the author's
literal description of the setting in order more Fithfully to present the spirit of the
author's zatiric attack.
