The last time The Mimes and Mummers did Shakespeare was
in 1971, with their production of The Tempest. But it has been a
decade, almost to the day, since the Mimes last brought Twelfth
Night to the Collins stage. The antecedent of that 1963 production
goes back much further in Fordham theatre history, to the year 1931
when Twelfth Night; or, What You Will by William Shakespeare
was done for the Frst time under Mimes' auspices.

In 1931 women were only occasional intruders to Fordham, and,
of course, the cast was all male. Olivia and Viola were played by
two members of the class of '32, Robert Collins and Joseph Coughlin.
Directed by J. Taylor Breen, the play was done in five acts (and a
Prologue), and music was provided, for the audience’s entertainment
between the acts, by the Fordham University Orchestra. The Mimes
dedicated the program for the show to their former moderator,
William Kelly, E?r.]g,I At that time, Fordham was the kind of place
where probably everyone understood the Latin quote that was used
in tribute to him on the program.

The 1963 production of Twelfth Night was directed by Mr.
Vaughn Duuring, currently a member of the Communications Dept.
and professor of theatre arts. This time the play was done in two
acts, with fourteen scenes in Act 1 and five in Act II. The program
for that show also included a dedication, to President John Kennedy
who had been shot and killed two weeks before the show opened.

Mr. Deering calls this play “one of the most romantic stories in
history”, and explained that he staged it as a love story. Many
members of the 1963 cast went on to teach, including Attilio Favorini,
who played Sir Andrew Augecheek and was President of the Execu-
tive Board of the Mimes, and is now a professor at the University
of Pittsburgh. '

Mr. Deering said that, for that production of Twelfth Night a
decade ago, he had “a fine crew and an excellent cast, who continued
the great tradition of theatre at Fordham, just as tonight's cast will.”
