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A Man for Gl Seasons

Sir Thomas More was a diplomat who was appointed as the
Lord Chancellor of England in the year 1630, under the reign
of King Henry VIII. Two years later, he resigned his title
and the following year was beheaded for high treason. He
was a lawyer, a scholar, and later named a saint by the }
Catholic Church. Yet he was beheaded, and the controversy
surrounding his death and the reasons for it form the center
of this drama.

In the beginning of the seventeenth century, Henry was
the second son in the Tudor line and was not expected to be-
come king. His elder brother, Arthur, was trained for the
office and for reasoms of state married to Catherine, the
princess of Spain. Arthur diled shortly after the marriage,
and the governments of England and Spain decided that the
only way to mend the connection was to marry off the widow
to Henry, the next heir to England's throne. There was one
obstacle, however. Spain and England were Christian monarch-
ie=s, and needed to bypass Christian law forbidding a man to
marry his brother's widow.

The Pope was immediately sought after to dispense with
this law. He did so and this kept the peace between England
and Spain as well as with the very powerful Church.

Henry and Catherine were married and it was successful
for many years. In time, however, Henry expressed wishes to
divorce her. He had fallen in love with Anne Boleyn. Also,
the alliance with S5paln was no longer strong, Catherine had
grown intensly religious and increasingly plain, and she had
been unable to provide Henry with a male heir. They had one
daughter, but the English states were agreed that it would
prove disastrous to place a queen on the throne. Henry and
Anne were convinced that they could produce a son, but he
could be the legal heir only if Anne was Henry's wife.

The Pope was again approached, but this time England alone
brought the matter forth. It was requested that the Pope
annul the marriage because it was against Church law for a
man to marry his brother's widow. Unfortunately, Spain had
an opposing opinion. At this time, Spain had just sacked and
occupied Rome, and consequently its influence was quite strong.
It became increasingly clear that the Pope would adhere to
his original decision that the marriage was walid.

Henry's conscience began to bother him. The Bible said he
was living in a state of sin with his brother's wife, His
lack of a male heir was punishment. The Pope seemed set on
keeping the marriage intact, and because of this, Henry de-
cided that this man was no more than an ordinary bishop,
without the power to dispense with God's laws or appoint
bishops. It became clear to Henry that this Bishop of Rome
had set up a rival momarchy over the centuries which usurped
some of the powers of the divinely appointed kings.

When Thomas More was appointed as Lord Chancellor after
Cardinal Wolsey's death, Henry had known that More was a
conscientious churchman and believed that the Pope was the
head of the Church., In the two stormy years that followed,
Henry tried every way to make More agree to his marriage of
Anne Boleyn. More felt that he could never agree to this
within the sight of God, and still keep his soul and sense of
selfhood.

Following a year of imprisonment, More still refused to
take an oath sanctioning the marriage. He had not spoken out
on the subject, however, but had kept silent. Upon the tes-
timony of one Sir Richard Rich, More was nonetheless found
guilty of high treason and was executed. Cromwell and others
who had been his prosecutors met the same fate in later years,
except for Rich, who became Lord Chancellor and died in bed.
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
